STORARO: WRITING WITH LIGHT
DOUBLE IMPRESSION BETWEEN PHOTOGRAPHY AND CINEMATOGRAPHY
From 5th April to 4th May at Rimini Museum and the “Surgeon's Domus” the master's photo-graphic exhibition: a journey through images with dream-like atmospheres, by means of the highly personal interpretation of the stories represented on film by the triple Oscar winner.
Rimini, 5th April 2008 – An exceptional guest of honour at SIB 2008: Vittorio Storaro. An ambassador of art in the world, well known to all cinema lovers and not only them, thanks to a long brilliant career as Director of Photography for the most influential directors (Bernardo Bertolucci, Francis Ford Coppola, Warren Beatty, Carlos Saura and Alfonso Arau, to name just a few) distinguished by important international recognition, including no less than 3 Oscars - for Apocalypse Now, Reds and The Last Emperor. The Master of Light will be one of the key players at the 21st International Exhibition of Show Business, Installation & Broadcast Technology, being held from April 5th to 8th at Rimini Fiera. In facts, Vittorio Storaro will inaugurate, on Saturday 5th April, the world’s leading show for technology linked with show business (audio, lighting and video), which at this edition will also host an innovative layout featuring the world of installation and system integration. On Sunday 6th April, at 11.00 am in Neri Room 1, the maestro will also be the key player in a seminar on Light and Shade in Caravaggio.
And thanks to SIB, Storaro will illuminate the whole of Rimini with his genius. From  Saturday 5th April to Sunday 4th May, the city will host the important exhibition STORARO: WRITING WITH LIGHT – DOUBLE IMPRESSIONS: BETWEEN PHOTOGRAPHY AND CINEMATOGRAPHY A fascinating layout that winds its way through the prestigious rooms of Rimini Museum and the unique suggestive routes round the archaeological site of the extraordinary Surgeon’s Domus, which hosts an exhibition for the first time. 

The exhibition, produced by Aurea,  is promoted by Rimini Fiera on the occasion of SIB 2008 with the sponsorship of Rimini’s Municipality, Provincial Government and Chamber of Commerce, with the contribution of Accademia della Luce, Ten -Technology & Entertainment Design Network, Hotel Duomo and Centro Stampa Digitalprint. On Saturday 5th April, at 6.00 pm, the inauguration with the participation of the Maestro, who will lead the invited guests in an extraordinary guided visit. The exhibition will be open to the public from Sunday 6th April.
An exhibition that Storaro describes as photo-graphic, for an issue that goes beyond the boundaries of visual expression on cinematographic film and spreads into the philosophic and pictorial research from which this master of lighting draws his artistic inspiration. 

The exhibition has two interesting aspects: technical and narrative. The crossover from moving images, typical of Cinematography, to still images, which are specific of Photography, definitely emphasizes the ability and the mastery of the expressive skills of a Director of Photography in his research into the composition of images and expressive value: Light, Colours and Elements. Although an integral part of his involvement with film, Storaro’s photographic work is conceived and composed as a story told in pictures that stands as an entity in its own right. Images composed as DOUBLE-IMPRESSIONS that by means of dream-like atmospheres, suggest a highly personal interpretation of the stories told in the films.
THE PROJECT
 “STORARO: WRITING WITH LIGHT” 

 “The project of a lifetime. The encyclopaedia of a visionary, a researcher, a scholar, of what philosophers, painters and scientists all over the world have done to research the mystery of vision.”  (Vittorio Storaro)
The extensive cultural project that is contained in the three books, and thus the exhibition “Writing with Light”, is the completion and the outcome of many years of study of light, colours and elements that are the basis for the figurative conception of all his films.  In fact, the photographs exhibited are part of the research into the language of Photographic and Cinematographic Images that Vittorio Storaro has conducted in some 40 Films. This is a creative opportunity for Vittorio Storaro to re-visit the visual imagery that has accompanied him up until now; re-tracing a figurative journey that has been outlined for some time, experienced from DARKNESS  to LIGHT, from MATTER to ENERGY, increasingly close to a search on which he has spent, is spending and will spend much of his life. An individual need to seek possible confirmations, to better understand the figurative path linking Photography and Cinematography. A Photo-Cinematographic exhibition conceived as an attempt to find in the simple "still" word PHOTO-GRAPHY, the sense of telling a “moving” story, with several images superimposed, trying by every means to "Photo-graph" i.e. to "Write with Light" and transform a narrative concept into a visual concept.
THE EXHIBITION
STORARO: WRTING WITH LIGHT” is an exhibition made up of 120 LUMINOUS TRIPODS and 40 LECTERNS with a total of 90 original CINE-POTOGRAPHS, and 30 copies printed on canvas of the PAINTINGS that inspired Storaro in his Figurative and Cinematographic research.
The exhibition is divided into 3 sections that reflect the main guidelines of Vittorio Storaro’s 30 years’ study of the topics of light, colours and elements, amply illustrated in the three books that make up the exhibition’s scientific substrate.
The layout is completed by large prints on PVC, with images of the main actors in the leading roles of the works photographed by the author, and a monographic DVD.
The exhibition is divided into three sections:
LIGHT On the ground floor of Rimini Museum, the topic of Light is expanded by means of the relationship between shade, semi-darkness, artificial and natural light, shown in a masterly manner in the images of some of his cinematographic masterpieces: Youth March, Orlando Furioso, ’Tis a pity she’s a whore, Giordano Bruno, Malice, Last Tango in Paris, Novecento, Apocalypse Now (Oscar winner).
COLOURS On the first floor of Rimini Museum, the exploration of Colours, intended as atmosphere symbolic of the various phases of life, as is highlighted in the extraordinary photography of the films: Luna, Reds (Oscar winner) One from the Heart, Ladyhawke and The Last Emperor (Oscar winner)
THE ELEMENTS Between the first floor of Rimini Museum and the Surgeon’s Domus, there is a visual analysis of the balance between the primary elements (earth, water, air and fire) and their reflection on life and everyone’s unconscious. At Rimini Museum, images can be seen from the following films: New York Stories, Tucker, The Sheltering Sky, Dick Tracy and Little Buddha; while the archaeological site of the Surgeon’s Domus is the extraordinary natural scenario for the work that Storaro has dedicated during his career to ancient Roman Civilization.
The PHOTOGRAPHS with double impression and the PAINTINGS, from original Kodakchrome-Ektachrome slides, were printed by KODAK Italia. "THE VISIONARY" LUMINOUS TRIPODS, and 45 LECTERNS on which the Photographs, Paintings and the Film Concepts are displayed were conceived by Vittorio and Francesca Storaro and made by FONTANA ARTE. The set was designed by Aurea s.r.l., founded to represent and divulge the project "STORARO: Writing with light" in all its various formats:. Publications – Personal Photographic Cinematographic exhibition - monographic DVD on the author.
