Bakers from ten nations will fight it out for the SIGEP Bread Cup

From January 26th to 30th at Rimini Fiera

Rimini, 26th January 2008 – The expo area and events that SIGEP (Rimini Fiera, 26-30 January 2008) dedicates to artisan bread baking continue to expand. 

Italians eat almost a million tons of bread and production is constantly evolving, thanks to the research and the networking between the various bakery production schools
At SIGEP, bakers will give a display of their professionalism and how bread can once again become a real key player on Italian and international tables. There will be a great commitment to animating this section, with performances and initiatives with a high international profile.

SIGEP BREAD CUP, THE INTERNATIONAL SENIOR & JUNIOR BREAD BAKING CHAMPIONSHIP
Following the boom in visitors at the last edition (no less than 15,000 trade members), the SIGEP Bread Cup international bread baking championship is back again. A challenge between the best bakers in the world, who will fight it out to the last oven-baked delicacy, organized by Rimini Fiera and coordinated by Club Arti e Mestieri 

The title will be competed for over five consecutive days by ten teams, each made up of four artisans, who will make various products based on the theme “Flavours and tastes of the world”, all in front of a live audience. Contestants will have to prepare their own countries’ traditional bread, a special innovative bread, a (dry leavened) bakery cake and an artistic item (national monument), as well as preparing a showcase/window. There will be teams participating from Germany, Australia, Mexico, Spain, Israel, Hungary, Ireland, France, Portugal and Belgium.
Italy will also be represented but will not compete (according to the rules), as it won the last edition of the SIGEP Bread Cup. The Italian team will have an area to itself, in which it will be able to show its skills, with a real bakery spectacle. 

Plus, in the open workshops, there will also be a regular daily appointment highlighting top grade bakery cakes/confectionery, featuring great masters who will not take part in the competition.

As well as the Senior Championship, there will also be the 2nd edition of the International Championship for young Bakers, whose contestants will be three teams made up of bakery training school pupils: Italy will be represented by the CFP from Lancenigo (Treviso) and Pavia, France on the other hand by Haghenau CFA. 

There will be daily tasting sessions for trade members, at which participants will make a free donation, which will go to a charity. During the event there will be entertaining moments of “haute patisserie” and “haute cuisine”, organized by the Boscolo Etoile school of Sottomarina, directed by Gabriele Bozio, and a “fashion parade" with accessories made with bread dough, an appointment mainly created by Mexican bakers. 

Among the high profile news, the participation of the great Joseph Dorfer, who has been conferred the title of France’s best Master Baker. Lecturers invited to hold lessons are at present Stefano Laghi, Carla Stacchiettini and Gabriele Bozio (master pastry cooks/confectioners) and Antonio De Rosa, Raffaele Di Giuseppe and Luca Montersino (master chefs).

Every year, as well as SIGEP Bread Cup, the Club also organized courses, seminars, parties, publications and surveys.
